Pesos

In my classes we use a money system. You may earn and spend pesos (the form of currency in Mexico) several ways. If you do not have pesos and you have a need, you have four options: Do without, go in debt to a friend, barter with me (like they do in the markets), or take a tardy (on items that are 2 pesos or less). 

Peso passes can be earned in the following ways:

Turning in certain assignments (1 peso pass)

Having homework/notebooks/ etc. On a randomly selected day (1 peso pass)

Doing extra “credit” assignments when offered by the teacher (1 peso pass)

Getting an “A” on a test (2 peso passes)

Getting a “B” on a test (1 peso pass) 

Getting an “A” on a quiz worth 20 points or more (1 peso pass)
Teacher’s choice – winning games, special occasions, achievements, etc. 

What you can spend your pesos on:

Buying a pencil (1 peso pass)

3 pieces of Candy (when available) (1 peso pass)

Getting a drink (2 peso passes)

Going to the bathroom (2 peso passes)

Going to your locker (2 peso passes)

Homework (3 peso passes) (on certain assignments) 

Skipping a quiz worth 20 points or less (4 peso passes)

Raise your score one letter grade on a project (5 peso passes)

Students’ choice (From a teacher approved list) Movie / food day (class average of 7 peso passes per student) 

When you use a pass:

If you are using it for an assignment or a project, Make sure it is filled out completely 
Counterfeiting and other abuses

If peso passes are being counterfeited or otherwise manipulated, reproduced, or abused I will suspend and / or terminate the peso system immediately. The student(s) involved will receive a disciplinary action.
